In view of grading differences among the judges, the scores
given by the judges on a scale of 0 to 100 (x) are recalculated
on a scale of zero to one to produce normalized scores. This
is done by setting the lowest mark (min) given by a judge as
zero and the highest (max) as one, and then converting all the
marks according to the formula (x-min) / (max-min). The sum
of each contestant’s normalized scores (x1), i.e. the total
normalized scores given by the five judges of each category,
will be counted as the final scores. The winning entries are
determined by arranging the final scores in descending order.
